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Zanzibar has always suffered from a lack of gualdiftradesmen or “fundis”.
Skilled workers are very scarce, often coming fr&tone town or even the

mainland, leaving the local communities unableatcetadvantage of the growing
tourism industry

For the last 3 years, ZAP has funded the trainih@ tradesmen (electricians,
plumbers etc.) from Jambiani at vocational collegetown. We now intend to
sponsor the establishment and initial running co$tghe Jambiani Fundi Co-
operative Workshop which aims to:

Regenerate and sustain the local economy
Disseminate skills throughout the area, by orgagisipprenticeships
Expand the range of skills to include carpenteiggrs and other trades.

With the full co-operation of the Village DevelopnmieCommittee, and in close
consultation with the college tutors, ZAP hopeg thwill create a source of local
employment which could become a template for futimelar initiatives in other
rural communities in Zanzibar.

The Jambiani Fundi Co-operative Workshop is an exting, ground breaking
scheme in rural Zanzibar — an area of extreme povéy and critical un-
employment which falls outside the remit of largercharities.
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
